We need more of our mem-

bers to lend us their plants. I would also like to thank Bill Stender, 

Anita Gibaldi, Carrie Buchman, Frank Ariosta, Maureen Boyle, Trudy 

and Ty Triplett  for helping to set up and tear down our exhibit. A cou-

ple days before the recent SEPOS show, we sent out an urgent call for 

help and received no replies.  On the second desperate call we did hear 

from members willing to lend us their plants.  

 We struggle before each show to get blooming plants into our exhibit 

and we also struggle to find people to help with setup and tear down. It 

is consistently the same small group of people who come forth to do 

the work every time. The work becomes a great deal of burden on too 

few shoulders and they get worn down. We have operated in this man-

ner for many, many years. This has to change if we are to survive and 

succeed as a society.  

 In addition, we need to plan for the future and the unexpected. The 

way we do this is to get more members active and participating in help-

ing at shows, auctions, etc. More hands make the work easier and less 

burdensome for everyone. Having more people learn how society 

events and activities are planned and executed provides a group of peo-

ple who can be ñunderstudiesò (to use a stage analogy) and take over 

when the need arises. More importantly, people take it for granted that 

the board members will be there forever and do the hard work. The 

reality is unless more people get involved and learn the ropes now, the 

society will be unprepared in the likely event that one or more of us 

can no longer do the job. Having people with some experience and 

knowledge in how the society operates will ensure a smooth and effi-

cient transition, should a vacancy develop on the board.  

 We can not continue to operate in this manner. I urge our members to 

become more involved and ñlearn the ropesò.
