Board Meeting Report & Odds ón Ends  
 
The NJOS Board met on May 2 to discuss 
several topics. Of key note for our mem-
bers, is that our dues will not increase for 
the 2018-2019 year; they will remain at 
$30 for the year. Please renew your mem-
bership before it expires on June 30. 
 
We also looked at ways to simplify the 
January show asn reduce our show costs. 
We agreed to eliminate the fragrance 
judging to save on the room rental and the 
additional need for volunteers on Saturday 
when volunteers are in short supply. Bon-
nie Huff is researching alternative venue 
costs and locations. So far, data indicate 
that even with its increased costs, Rutgers 
is a bargain. 
 
The Nominating Committee headed by 
Anita Gibaldi, presented the Board with 
the 2018-2019 officer and trustee slate. 
There are two new trustees proposed, 
Mark Gaglioti and Bonnie Huff; and 
Lowell Jacobs is being put forward as 
V.P. We will vote on the slate at the June 
meeting.

Miranda Orchids 
 

Miranda Orchids started in 1999 and is a nursery specializing in grow-
ing mainly selected Cattleya alliance species. In a sense, it is a contin-
uation of Boa Vista Orchids, a nursery we ran in Brazil from 1986 
until we moved to the U.S.A. Many of the plants available are pro-
duced in our lab and nursery in Central Florida from our extensive 
collection of stud plants. The rest we bring from Brazil to increase 
variety and novelty. Being native Brazilians, and having had a nursery 
for many years, we know that there is a lot of development in Cattleya 
species being done there. This is mostly because a lot of those species 
are native from Brazil (including all the bifoliate cattleyas) and be-
cause these plants are favorites of growers there. Of course having 
lived and grown orchids for a long time there we know most of the 
growers and what is being produced and we go there several times a 
year to make sure we are kept up-to-date. Miranda Orchids also grows 
other Brazilian species so if you are looking for something in particu-
lar do not hesitate in contact us. Our goal is to be your number one 
source for selected Brazilian Orchids. 
 
Miranda Orchids is located between Orlando and Tampa, on the I-4 
Central Florida corridor. Access is done by I-27 south from I-4 or 
from I-4 exit 48 south. We are about 4 miles in straight line south of I-4. 

 
Miranda Orchids is owned by Maria Cristina and Francisco Miranda, 
both born in Brazil and living in the U.S.A. since 1999.

A taxonomist, naturalist and orchid grower, Francisco travels extensively in 
the U.S. and internationally speaking at orchid-related events and meetings. 
He has been doing this since 1988, while still living in Brazil. The subjects of 
these presentations reflect Francisco's extensive travels to study orchids in 
their natural environments.

SOCIETY SPOTLIGHT 

We continue to hear about the wonderfully creative and 
fresh ideas that many Affiliated Societies are using to 
maintain thriving organizations and support the involve-
ment of their members.  We are going to start sharing 
them here.  If your society has developed a program 
that engages participation and supports its activities 
please send it to us and weôll pass it on.  This innova-
tive reward program comes from the North Jersey Or-
chid Society. 

 Promoting Participation by Carrie Buchman 

Does it seem like a few members of your orchid society 
end up doing too much of the work?  This is a perennial 
problem in many volunteer organizations. The North 
Jersey Orchid Society is trying a novel approach, loose-
ly based on the airline miles reward programs, where 
volunteer activities earn points and points earn rewards. 

This program got started out of conversations around 
our meeting show table. Traditionally, members voted 
on the show table entries, and at year-end we awarded 
cash prizes to the winners.  Getting people to vote was 
problematic. (Voter apathy anyone?)  Feedback was 
ñwhy bother, the same people always winéò.  These 
cash prizes were almost always won by the same small 
group of growers.  

So, over the course of several months, the North Jersey 
Orchid Society Board of Directors worked out a pro-
gram that would recognize people in the Society for 
participation in Society activities including show table 
participation. We are in our second year of this, and it 
seems to be working! 

When we started, we thought we would reward the top 
10 or so people, but soon realized that would put us 
back in to the same boat as before ï it would likely be 
the same people being recognized year after year. So, 
like the airlines, we designated Bronze, Silver and Gold 
levels of participation based on the number of points 
earned. 

We specifically set the threshold for the Bronze level so 
that someone who brought a plant into the show table 
at least 6 times during the year, would earn the Bronze 
level. Points are also earned by participating in our an-
nual show, ñawayò shows, hosting speakers, and 
more.  We have continued to refine the list as needed; 
and our approach is always to award more points; for 
example,  

we found that there was a lot of work going into wash-
ing the black cloth and pot covers we use in our exhibit 
after our show, so now we recognize that activity.  If 
you bring a friend or family member to help, you earn 
more points, have lots of fun, and the society often gets 
a new member out of it. 

Some thinking went into how to encourage less experi-
enced growers to contribute plants to our exhibits. Note 
that every ribbon earned is 1 point and no one can earn 
more than 10 points for plants and 10 points for rib-
bons. Our motto is ñparticipation over perfection.ò  That 
said, we did want to recognize ribbon awards, so we 
made a first-place ribbon the same value as a third-
place ribbon. 

The levels are defined as Bronze (6-19 points), Silver 
(20-34 points) and Gold (35 or more points). The down-
side is that someone has to track this. We use a simple 
spreadsheet. 

At the first-of-the year meeting, which for us is in July, 
each winnerôs name is announced and they are pre-
sented with a handwritten thank you note and their cou-
pons. We take pictures of each group of winners for 
publication in our Newsletter.  Bronze level winners re-
ceive a $5 coupon, Silver is $10 and Gold is $20. Cou-
pons may be used at our semi-annual auctions or 
monthly raffles, are not transferrable, and expire in 1 
year.  The $5 and $10 coupons are different sizes and 
printed on different colored paper to eliminate mix up 
when they are turned in which is especially helpful dur-
ing the chaos of post-auction check-out.  

Here is an example of our $5 coupon.  

Last year we had 3 Gold 
winners, 7 Silver winners 
and 25 Bronze winners. This 
year weôre on track to have 
8 Gold, 12 Silver and 20 
Bronze winners; thatôs more 
than 40% of our member-
ship! I can only hope that, in 

time, this program is so successful that it costs us 
MORE than the grower of the year awards! Wouldnôt 
that be a wonderful problem to have?
